Minutes August 21, 2008

Attendees: Scott Fisher; chairman, Nancy Bell Chris Buzzy, Doug Gagne and Melinda Willis

The meeting was held in Churchyard Cemetery and was called to order at 6:13 pm.

Minutes

Doug requested change on line 69 of the June minutes to accurately reflect what he told Virginia Wilkins.
Should be amended as follows: Doug explained that the cemetery would receive grass seed this fall as
needed and if approved this fall.

June 19, 2008 minutes were approved with Nancy abstaining and Doug’s changes to be incorporated.
July 17, 2008 minutes were approved with Doug & Chris abstaining.

Inspection of Churchyard Cemetery

Overall the cemetery was in good shape within the confines of the stonewalls. We were concerned that
consistent with Lynn Goldberg’s complaint that no care had been given to the area outside the stonewall
which is part of the maintenance contract. This is primarily on the library parking lot side. Nancy will
contact Einstein’s to remedy this. We also discovered what appeared to be asbestos panel sections on the
ground in the northeast corner. Melinda will mention this to public works for removal and proper disposal.

There were many damaged stones and some that require immediate attention. The most severe were
identified and Chris will contact Medlyn monument to see what we can get repaired with our available

$1,000.00 budget. This includes many stones that were lain flat during the stonewall reconstruction project to

avoid damage.

We also discovered two gas grills left by the Church on top of graves for storage. Scott will advise Lynn
Goldberg that this is not acceptable and have them find a new location for the grills.
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There were some wild blackberry bushes growing against graves near the stonewall along the southeast
stretch. Doug volunteered to come by and remove them next day.

Scott volunteered to visit the Lawrence cemetery and report on its condition.

Old Business

Artificial flowers: We discussed as a full group the situation. While we all agreed that Mr. Hinton did
exceptional work in creating his flowers, the fact remained that it would require either a change in the rules
or an exception to the rules. Either way, we felt as a group that making a change would set precedent and all
established rules & regulations would be open to debate and change. The vote was unanimous to deny the
request to change the rule or create an exception for Mr. Hinton. Scott to notify Mr. Hinton personally with
the decision

Right to Inter: We were not sure that we had the most current copy of the Right to Inter for review. We saw
what we believed to be Attorney Drescher’s doc but not the one Deb Adams is working on. The Drescher
doc had too much legalize language, which we felt would be difficult to comprehend for those signing during
a difficult time. We agreed to table this until we confirmed which doc is correct to review. Scott to follow up
with Kim.

COI Einstein: We reviewed and confirmed the insurance binder was in order.

Grub treatment plan: Doug spoke that he has communicated with Richard Powers of Einstein’s regarding
grubs vs. seeding at both the North and the East cemetery. They agreed that grubs were not the issue at this
moment and that there is not enough grass for them to feed on. The issue is that we need to seed the affected
areas. We also discussed the fact that without water, seeding and fertilizing is a challenge. Doug mentioned
that we had previously explored options like using a fire truck to spray the cemetery. This however, had been
deemed impractical. We still all have a long-term goal of getting water in the cemeteries.

We confirmed that we had $2,000.00 in the lime-seed-fertilizer budget. Doug proposed that we vote on using
the funds to fall fertilize all cemeteries excluding Lawrence at a cost of $445.00, plus seed the North
cemetery for $1,500.00, and a spot grub treatment at North for $100.00. Total cost of $2,045.00. The $45.00
overspend to come from the miscellaneous fund. Chris seconded the motion and vote was unanimous. Doug
agreed to contact Rich Powers.

New Business

Boundary line 024/030 discussion. Scott took the group through the situation as he understood it from his
meeting at town hall with Kim. Scott sketched the property in question and the intent of Art Lyford to
construct a new home, which he applied for a variance on. The discussion focused on the two boundary lines
where the cemetery property met the Lyford lot. It was explained that one boundary would conform to the
required 35’ setback. However, the other setback is requested to be at 25’ versus 35°. The 25 distance is
consistent with the State of NH regulations for distance between a home and a cemetery. This discussion was
to inform all the trustees of the request as the cemetery is an abutter to the Lyford lot.

Regarding the same matter, it has come to the trustee’s attention that the plot plan representing the land
purchased for cemetery expansion is not accurate. Though we questioned how this could happen, it is clear
that we need to correct the issue. The town has asked Cuoco & Cormier to submit a bid for review to correct
the plot plan. The trustees have received this bid and have drafted a letter to the Selectmen requesting that
